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Production Notes

THE ALIENATED film all began in a basement in late 2007 where a group of creative
people tried to decide between genres and film concepts. Ultimately an ‘alien film’ was selected
because of the die hard loyalty viewers have to this genre and because...hey, who doesn’t love a
flick about aliens? To give the film a different spin, it was decided that the film would be more
about the lives and challenges of the abductee group than aliens. A documentary film style was
selected as it is a common way in which filmmakers address the widest possible audience to
communicate their messages.

Since this was to be a heavy improv film, casting gravitated towards actors with high
amounts of swagger and grit in their audition. One technique used was to ask random “what
would they do if” style questions and the actors who could instantaneously fire back rich funny
answers quickly rose to the top.

One challenge to the production was that the filming took place over several months and
the actors kept changing their appearance. In one case, a scene had to be totally reworked to
incorporate a broken leg from an actor. Another challenge was editing out the laughs to give the
film a deadpan comedy look and feel. The problem was that some of the ‘one liners’ would
simply crack the actors up.

What most people find most interesting is that almost every scene is a first take. The
scenes were filmed in 20 minute sessions and the camera was never turned off. The idea was to
capture authentic interactions and a second take rarely seemed as genuine. A pattern eventually
emerged in which an actor would inject a truly enlightened idea in to the conversation and the
other actors would feed of the possibilities of that idea for 2 to 3 minutes. Two or three minutes
later, the idea seemed to ‘jump the shark’ and it was dead. The actors (still in character) would
be forced to readjust until another enlightened idea was found and it began all again. The goal of
the editing process was to connect the first few seconds of each great idea and string them
together.

Behind all of the work on the project was the unbelievable support from people in
Neenah and Appleton Wisconsin. Anyone who has ever made a film knows that it is 40% film
making and 60% telemarketing/administrative since communication with actors, acquiring sets,
coordinating meetings, etc — all takes time. To our disbelief, everyone said yes to any question
asked and we never got turned down for a set location, media backing, or cooperation from cast
and crew. What they put in the water, we don’t know? But if you ever wanted to rob a bank
simply the head to Neenah and ask to see the vault after hours by yourself, they will probably
give you the key. (A special thanks to the people of the Fox Cities — the nicest people on earth.)
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Director’s Notes

THE ALIENATED is a funny ‘take-off” of a documentary that explores the unbelievable
set of circumstances that brings people to wonder who defines what is ‘normal’ anyway? Being
much more than just portraying a hero and an opponent, the film allows a voyeuristic look in to
an exaggerated world.

The first thing attracted me to this idea for a film was the depth of the characters. The
characters were well defined and the conflict in the script was primed for comedy. What is
interesting as well is that there is no one favorite character in the film — each person viewing it
seems to have a different favorite. | think your favorite character says more about who youare
than who you liked in the film, but in each case the audience does connect to the cast.

The second thing that attracted me to this film was the great talent available in
Wisconsin. This film is very heavily improv and casting was perhaps its biggest win as it helped
to create believable characters. Unlike many short films which are scripted and can feel canned,
‘on your feet’ thinking and a great comic sense was the DNA to this project.

Almost 2 years and 40 hours of footage later is THE ALIENATED, a film with a very
natural feel to the characters emerged - and most importantly, it’s really funny!

It was important to me to shoot the film in a style that was heavy in dialogue but still
seemed to gallop along and never slow down. This was accomplished by many quick scenes and
constant camera movement. An original score by Jeremy & the Jupiters, a great band out of
Oshkosh, made it possible to realize the full potential of the film. Working with Bruce Cleveland
and Turtle View Films of Oshkosh in the editing process also helped take the film up a level.
We were lucky to have Bruce working with us.

In summary, creating THE ALIENATED was a wild ride and it was not done alone. |
can not thank the cast, crew, and friends enough for all the help and support to make this film a
reality. Thank you!-and | do hope you enjoy the film.
